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THE LORD’S SUPPER                                                             Text: Luke 22:7-23 Date: 4-21-24 Service: Sunday AM

Introduction: We all know that death is a serious thing. Then to be asked to remember death is even a more serious thing.  

Jesus has instructed us as His church… as believers to do this in remember of His death until He returns.  

Jesus is instructing us to remember His death. We love Jesus – just not His death! We love everything about Jesus except His death! It was horrible unless you understand what His death means.  

The Second Coming of our Lord is an important part of the truth tied to the Lord’s Supper. 

These are all major issues that surface when we think about the Lord’s Supper.  

Doing a little homework reveals these foundational truths that make The Lord’s Supper a significant spiritual time in the life of every church.  

Just as Passover celebrated deliverance from slavery in Egypt, so the Lord's Supper celebrates deliverance from sin by Christ's death. Life Application Study Bible. 

Christ is presented “symbolically” and “spiritually” in the bread and in the cup.  

Every church founded upon the teachings of Jesus Christ from the Holy Bible is commanded to participate in the Lord’s Supper.  

Every genuine believer is expected as a member of the church of Jesus Christ to regularly and consistently partake of the Lord’s Supper. 

Why? 

· It is commanded by our Lord Jesus therefore participating in the Lord’s Supper is a matter of obedience!
 
· It identifies us as believers with the body of Christ. The Lord’s Supper has always been connected to His church.
 
· It is a set aside time of examination. It is an opportunity for each of us to confess our sins in a corporate setting. To get right with a brother or a sister if that need to take place. You may even be prompted to get right with a family member, friend or coworker, etc...

· It reveals how seriously we take our individual spiritual life and our spiritual life within our church.
 
· The Scriptures encourage us to meditate upon the death of Christ in a personal way; as well as in a corporate way. 

· Contemplation upon the death of Christ magnifies the price that was paid for our sins thereby cultivating a thankful heart! 

· Remembering the Lord’s death until He comes deepens and broadens our Christian view of life. 

Think about all of these things! 
 
And yet He asked us to remember only one thing… what was it that Jesus asked us to remember? His death!!! 
 
There are THREE THINGS:

THE PREPARATION… THE PASSOVER… THE PRACTICE


I. First of all, we see THE PREPARATION – 22:7-12 
 
· Luke 22:7-12 (KJV) Then came the day of unleavened bread, when the Passover must be killed. 8  And He sent Peter and John, saying, Go and prepare us the Passover that we may eat. 9  And they said unto Him, Where wilt thou that we prepare? 10  And He said unto them, Behold, when ye are entered into the city, there shall a man meet you, bearing a pitcher of water; follow him into the house where he entereth in. 11  And ye shall say unto the goodman of the house, The Master saith unto thee, Where is the guest chamber, where I shall eat the Passover with My disciples? 12  And he shall shew you a large upper room furnished: there make ready.  
 
· Jesus gives them very specific directions for His Last Passover with them. 
 
· Meals require preparation! NOTICE THESE PARTICULARS… 

· First, The Men – 22:8 
 
· Jesus’ disciples… Peter and John! 
 
· Secondly, we see The Meal – 22:8 
 
· Jesus said, “Go and prepare… That we may eat.” 
 
· Thirdly, we see The Man – 22:10 
 
· Women normally drew the water! 
 
· Men carried wineskins, not water pots! 

· But here we see a man with a water pot! He is unnamed and therefore unknown!  

· By all appearances this is a prearranged meeting orchestrated by Jesus Himself!

· It also reveals the deity of Jesus as God… He was omniscient… HE KNEW THE MAN WOULD BE THERE! 
 
· Lastly, focus on The Master – 22:11-12 
 
· Let’s listen in on what Jesus said!  
 
· Luke 22:11-12 (KJV)  And you shall say unto the Goodman of the house, The Master saith unto thee, Where is the guest chamber, where I shall eat the Passover with my disciples? 12  And He shall shew you a large upper room furnished: there make ready. 
 
· JESUS “HOUR” has come! 

· First, we see THE PREPARATION – 22:7-12 

 
II. Secondly, we see THE PASSOVER – 22:13-20 
 
· Luke 22:13-20 (KJV) And they went, and found as He had said unto them: and they made ready the Passover. 14  And when THE HOUR was come, He sat down, and the twelve apostles with Him. 15  And He said unto them, With desire I have desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer: 16  For I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God. 17  And He took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it among yourselves: 18  For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come. 19  And He took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is My body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 20  Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the New Testament in My blood, which is shed for you. 
 
· Where/when did the Passover/Feast of Unleavened Bread originate?  Exodus 12:21-28 

· What did the Passover mean to Israel/Jews THEN and what does it mean to the Church/Christians NOW? 

· “The Passover meal included the sacrifice of a lamb because of the association with the Jews' Exodus from Egypt. When the Jews were getting ready to leave Egypt, God told them to kill a lamb and paint its blood on the doorframes of their houses. They then were to prepare the meat for food. Peter and John had to buy and prepare the lamb as well as the unleavened bread, herbs, wine, and other ceremonial food.” Life Application Study Bible 

· John 1:29 (KJV)  The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world. 
 
· 1 Peter 1:18-19 (KJV)  Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; 19  But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:

· “For the Jews, PASSOVER meant the deliverance from Egypt into Canaan. But now it is to be filled with its full meaning, and from this year onwards will signify to the people of God a deliverance of the profoundest kind, from sin and death into eternal life. Moses Exodus will be fulfilled in Jesus’s Exodus!!!” Michael Wilcock – BST Comm.

· J. C. Ryle writes, “They (bread and wine) were to be a visible sermon, appealing to the believer’s senses and touching the old foundation-truth of the Gospel that Christ’s death on the cross is the life of man’s soul.” 

· First, we see THE PREPARATION – 22:7-12 

· Secondly, we see THE PASSOVER – 22:13-20 


III. Thirdly, we see THE PRACTICE – 22:16, 18, 19-20 
 
· You might be thinking, “What’s the big deal?” 
· Why is this practice so important? Why is this so significant for us as believers?
 
· CLEARLY… FIRST AND FOREMOST… Jesus gave us a command… for the community/church/ believers… to commune/unify around the meaning of the Lord’s Supper! 
 
· Luke 22:16 (KJV)  For I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God. 

· Luke 22:18 (KJV)  For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come. 
 
· Luke 22:19-20 (KJV) And He took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is My body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 20  Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the New Testament in My blood, which is shed for you. 
 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]1 Corinthians 11:23-26 (KJV) For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread: 24  And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 25  After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. 26  For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew/proclaim the Lord's death till He come.  
 
· The Bible portrays the cross event as the center point of history. Everything in the Old Testament looks forward to this event and everything in the New Testament looks back to this event. 
 
· “All Christians agree that the Lord's Supper commemorates Christ's death on the cross for our sins and points to the coming of His Kingdom in glory.” 
[Life Application Study Bible] 
 
· Scripture teaches us that Jesus is our Passover! 
 
· 1 Corinthians 5:7 (KJV) Purge out therefore the old leaven (sin) that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened (righteous). For even Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us:  
 
· Our motivation to sin is replaced with a new nature and with a desire to be righteous like Jesus! 
 
· Death has no more power over you or me! Death is our doorway into the presence of God! 
 
· A student was taking a test in college and he wrote on his exam, “Only God could pass this test.”  When he got it back, the professor had written on it, “God gets an A and you get an F.”   

· POINT: Christ took the test and nailed it to His cross.  He passed the test for you.  And then He said, “No more tests!” 
 
· There's a wonderful story about a former cardinal of the Philippines, named, oddly enough Cardinal Sin.  When Cardinal Sin was a bishop, a young woman in his parish claimed that she had visions of Jesus.  Bishop Sin was given the task of determining if these visions were authentic.  He called her in for an interview, after which he made this request:  "Daughter, the next time you see Jesus, would you ask Him what sin your bishop committed as a young priest and then come and tell me His answer."  She agreed!  The bishop, aware that nobody knew his sin except himself, his confessor, and Jesus, felt this would be a valid test.  Months later the young woman returned, reporting she had seen Jesus again.  The bishop said,  "Good.  Did you ask Him about my sin?"  She said, "Yes,"  "What did He say?"  "He said, 'I've forgotten.'" 

· POINT: All of us have been, or will be, traitors, in large or small things.  Our God not only suffered and died for our sins, He also has promised to remember them no more!!! 
 
· OUR RESPONSE? Gratefulness! Humility! Remember the Lord’s death and never forget where He found you!

· 1 Corinthians 11:26 (KJV) For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come.

· 1 Corinthians 11:26 (AMP) For every time you eat this bread and drink this cup, you are representing and signifying and proclaiming the fact of the Lord's death until He comes [again]. 

· First, we see THE PREPARATION – 22:7-12 

· Secondly, we see THE PASSOVER – 22:13-20 

· Thirdly, we see THE PRACTICE – 22:16, 18, 19-20 
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
